7.00 GLOSSARY OF TERMS

7.01 Licensing Act 2003 – referred to as the Act.

Premises Licence – means a licence granted under the Act, in respect of 
any premises, which authorises the premises to be used for one or more 
licensable activities. 

Licensable activities – these are the sale by retail of alcohol, the supply of 
alcohol by or on behalf of a club to, or o the order of, a member of the club, 
the provision of regulated entertainment, and the provision of late night 
refreshment.

Supply of alcohol – means the sale by retail of alcohol, or the supply of 
alcohol by or on behalf of a club to, or to the order of, a member of the club.

Licensing Objectives - the Act sets out four licensing objectives. These are 
the prevention of crime and disorder, public safety, prevention of public 
nuisance, and the protection of children from harm.
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
